ï Three levels of competition:  Big10, MAC, and Pac10

ï Nine regular season games with play-offs following

ïGenerally follow IHSA rules with some additional unique rules

Big10
¸ Competition at a high level

¸ Comprised of the best, most capable athletes

¸ Selected first, based on performance during evaluations

¸ Minimum of 18 players per team with at least one team per town

¸ No TCYFL mandated minimum number of plays per athlete

ï However Grayslake requires 10 plays per game per athlete

¸ Primarily compete on Sunday but not always

MAC
¸ Formed in 2006 to keep Pac10 a developmental division

ï Competition at an intermediate level

ï Comprised of the next best athletes after Big10 (minimum of 18)

ï Selected second based on performance during evaluations

¸ MAC participation is determined by the number of teams at each 

weight class (small organizations donôt have MAC teams)

¸ Follows Pac10 football (except striper) and Big10 age/weight rules

¸ Games occur on either Saturday or Sunday

¸ Teams are drafted from the pool of players remaining after Big10 & MAC

¸ Games occur on either Saturday or Sunday

Pac10 ïStripers

¸Striper Rules
ïProvision for younger, heavier players

ïLimited to position of lineman
¸ May not advance the ball offensively or defensively

¸ May recover a fumble or intercept a pass but becomes a dead ball

ïOn Offense must line up within the tackles and need not be 
covered

ïOn Defense must line up close to line of scrimmage and 
charge forward on snap

ïSingle striper
¸ Between 5-6 per team

ïDouble striper
¸ One per team

¸ Requires approval from TCYFL board



Pac10 ï11 on 11 off

¸11 on 11 off rule

ïPromotes equitable playing time

ïAll players have a starting position and play one 

way

ïPlayers can change position only at half time

ïSubstitutions only in limited situations (injury, 

equipment issue, fatigue)

ïTeams with more than 22 players must create 

predetermined substitution plan

ïTeams with less than 22 players may play athletes 

both ways
